Day 6.  On to Birdsville via Cordillo Downs. See one of the largest   

  sheering sheds in Australia (88 Stands). 

Day 7.  Rest day at Birdsville. Visit Museum, famous Birdsville Hotel and  

  more. 

Day 8.  Birdsville to Innamincka via Walkers Crossing. 

Day 9.  Innamincka to Tibooburra via Cameron Corner ( junction of NSW, 

  SA & Qld borders). 

Day 10. Tibooburra to White Cliffs via Milparinka. Visit  “Depot   

  Glen”, Old Court House, see Opal Mines and underground Homes  

  at White Cliffs. 

Day 11. White Cliffs to Kallara Station (150,000 acre working sheep station) 

  via Wilcannia. 

Day 12. Kallara Station. Relax on the Darling River, visit a shearing shed,  

  and enjoy a visit to the Tilpa Hotel genuine Outback Pub. 

Day 13. Kallara Station  to Bourke via Tilpa. 

Day 14. Bourke to Coonabarabran via Nyngan, Warren and Gilgandra.
